Section. 5.1.1 General Project Description

College Street / Cedar Street Sidewalk Network Expansion Program

The City of Seguin proposes to construct a 5 ft. wide sidewalk for 1.6 miles on two major streets
located in “The Transitional District” in Seguin. The project is intended to provide a pedestrian
connection to scheduled street construction projects and will aid in expanding the City of
Seguin’s sidewalk infrastructure.

The proposed sidewalk will connect Weinert Elementary {located on Cedar Street between
Bruns and Heideke Streets) and Seguin High School (the City’s only high school located between
Cedar and College Streets, beyond the eastern limits of the project, east of King) to area
neighborhoods, the City Library and the Town Center district, thus enhancing a safety route for
school children that walk to and from school.

These two sections of roadways (Cedar Street and College Street) were previously identified by
the Seguin Independent School District (SISD) as candidates for the Safe Routes to School (SRTS)
Program,

The City is currently designing street reconstruction improvements for portions of River Street,
San Marcos Street, Heideke Street, Mountain Street and other minor streets. As part of this
effort, sidewalks will be constructed to extend a sidewalk network to allow citizens to access
the Town Center District without having to walk in the travel lanes.

Another major pedestrian generator/attractor is the City Library, located on College Street,
between Park Street and Bauer Street. There is a significant amount of pedestrian traffic
between the high school and the library.

All efforts are in keeping with the recommendations in the Seguin Comprhensive Master Plan
adopted by the City in 2008.

Jefferson Street Sidewalk Network Expansion Program
The City of Seguin proposes to construct a 5 ft. sidewalk 1.2 miles on three streets located in
the Town Center and Jefferson Districts.

The project is intended to provide a pedestrian connection from the Town Center District,
(beyond the eastern limits) to economically disadvantaged areas (at the western limits) and to
enhance safety for school children attending Jefferson Elementary, at the corner of Jefferson
Street and Short Street (middle section of the proposed project.)

The eastern limit of this project will connect the Statewide Transportation Enhancement
Program (STEP) Hike and Bike project partially funded by TxDOT and the 206 Reforestation
Project partially funded by USACE, currently under design.



The Alamo Area of Council of Governments {AACOG) is also in the process of initiating a fixed
city bus route, and has identified Jefferson Street as a potential route.

This section of roadway has previously been identified by the Seguin Independent School
District {SISD) as a candidate for the Safe Routes to School (SRTS)

The eastern end of Jefferson Street has a Housing Authority development for seniors at the
intersection of Jefferson Street and Guadalupe Street and the western end of Jefferson Street
has a Mental Health/Mental Retardation facility located at the intersection of Jefferson and
Wallace Streets, which has patients that walk to and from the facility and two senior housing
developments west of Wallace Street that have requested sidewalks to allow their residents
access to the downtown area.

The proposed project is intended to provide a pedestrian connection to the Hike and Bike Trail,
206 Reforestation Project and the Town Center District.

All efforts are in keeping with the recommendations in the Seguin Comprhensive Master Plan
adopted by the City in 2008.
