° Have people and pets leave the room.

e  Airout the room for 5-10 minutes by opening a
window or door to the outdoor environment.

e  Shut off the cenfral forced air heating/air-
conditioning system, if you have one.

e Be thorough in collecting broken glass and visi-
ble powder. Do not vacuum.

e Scoop up glass fragments and powder using stiff
paper or cardboard.

° Use sticky tape, such as duct tape, to pick up
any remaining small glass fragments and pow-
der.

° Place the used tape in the glass jar or plastic
bag. Place cleanup materials in a sealable con-
tainer.
