 SEGUIN, Texas – A public hearing on the proposed FY 2014-2015 City of Seguin budget will be 

held at the September 2 City Council meeting.  

The meeting begins at 5:30 p.m. in the City Council chamber located at 210 East Gonzales Street. 

Each public speaker will have five minutes in which to comment on the budget.  

The budget was presented to Seguin City Council during its August 5 meeting. Notice of a public 

hearing was issued on August 13 to be published on August 17. Budget workshops took place during the 

August 5 and 19 City Council meetings.
