Cuellar works to keep local congressional office open

(Seguin) -- U.S. Congressman Henry Cuellar will be keeping his office in Seguin after all. The congressman, who represents all of Seguin and Guadalupe County, announced Tuesday afternoon that his district office will remain open in downtown Seguin.

Cuellar, representing the U.S. Congressional 28th District, says after meeting with Seguin Mayor Betty Ann Matthies and Guadalupe County Judge Mike Wiggins and after conducting a thorough review of his congressional office budget, he has found a way to keep the Seguin district office open.

"After a comprehensive review following the completion of the first quarter of the year, I have managed to allocate the necessary funds for the office that serves the northern part of the district. After meeting with Mayor Matthies and County Judge Wiggins, I am happy to announce that we will be able to keep the Seguin district office open. As I have previously stated, I made a commitment to the constituents, elected officials and community members in Guadalupe County to represent them in Congress and provide them with a full-service Congressional office. Constituent services in Guadalupe County, outreach efforts and community neighborhood hours will continue as usual," said Cuellar.

Up until this weekend, the questioned remained whether Cuellar would be able to keep the Seguin location open.

Mayor Matthies says she was thankful to Congressman Cuellar for reviewing the budget and ensuring the citizens of Seguin had access to him and his staff.

"I am pleased that Congressman Cuellar will keep his Seguin office open," said Matthies. "He has been so helpful to the citizens of Guadalupe County while having an office here. The citizens have certainly utilized the opportunity to have access to Congressman Cuellar, especially our veteran community. We have has so many veterans here, and I know they appreciate having the office here, as well as all our other citizens."

In the meantime, Cuellar says he hopes individuals continue to utilize the services available at the downtown office. He says it has obviously been a source of support for residents especially for veterans and those with no transportation to his San Antonio office.

"Citizens of Guadalupe County can visit with Constituent Services Representative, Mark Gonzales, so he can assist with any inquiries constituents may have. It is my honor to represent the interests and needs of all constituents in the 28th District of Texas," said Cuellar.

The congressman's office is open from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m., Mondays through Fridays. The office is located at 100 S. Austin St. Suite, 1.
