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Mayor Don Keil proclaims November as Epilepsy Awareness Month 

SEGUIN, Texas – Epilepsy is a neurological disorder that produces disturbances in the normal electrical functions of the brain. Seizures affect a person’s consciousness, bodily movements and/or sensations that can affect a person’s whole life.
The Gomez family has a personal experience with the disorder. Five year-old Brian has struggled to control the symptoms of his epilepsy since he was two. Now, he’s beginning school and it’s been tougher to keep them at bay. That’s why the family asked Mayor Don Keil to help them spread awareness about this condition affecting 65 million people worldwide.
“You don’t hear a lot about epilepsy, but 1 in 26 people have the disorder. So, I’m sure there a lot of people in our community who are dealing with the same challenges we are. We think more educational efforts about epilepsy should be out there, and this proclamation is the first step,” said Dolores Gomez, mother of epileptic child.
Brian was diagnosed when he was only two. One day he just went limp in her arms. They rushed him to the hospital, but did not get a correct diagnosis immediately. The Gomez’ want people to know that not all seizures are the same. While some epileptics may shake violently, they say Brian usually stares off into space, and doesn’t respond. 
Mayor Don Keil read the proclamation with the family and signed the document declaring November as Epilepsy Awareness month in the City of Seguin.
