REGISTRATION 2013:

DAILY DROP-OFF: DAILY PICK-UP

At Mary B. Erskine. Monday and Friday at Mary B. Erskine.
You must bring your child Tues/Wed/Thurs at the Large Pavilion
into the cafeteria. behind the Wave Pool.

ACTIVITY SCHEDULES: Weekly activity schedules will be distributed on the first day of
each session to inform you of any field trips, special activities and/or relevant
information for that week.

WAVE POOL TRIPS:

The children will go to the Wave Pool Tuesday, Wednesday & Thursday. Please send a
bathing suit, towel and sunscreen on these days. The children start departing for the
Wave Pool at 2:15 p.m.
