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Annual Fireworks Show Delayed due to Company’s Staffing Issues
City addressing concerns for next year’s celebration

SEGUIN, Texas – City officials are addressing issues from the annual fireworks show occurring on Saturday, July 4th, 2015.  
According to Parks Director Jack Jones, the show was delayed about 39 minutes, and was 6 minutes shorter than planned.  Under the initial agreement with the company, a 4-person crew was supposed to complete the setup; however, only two people arrived to get everything ready in time. Ultimately, the smaller crew was not able to get the show setup in time to begin at 9:30 PM.  Also, fewer fireworks than planned were fired resulting in a shorter show.
The city is filing a formal complaint against Pyro Shows of Texas. At this point, the city has only paid half of the total cost of the show ($8,500 out of $17,000). The city will negotiate a settlement as to the final contract amount. The company is aware of the situation, and a representative has assured us that they will work with us to make things right.

Staff understands the frustration residents felt due to the extended delay, and shorter length, of the fireworks show. Again, we are going to take steps to improve for next year. We appreciate the city’s patience, and hope everyone had a great 4th of July.
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
