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City Negotiations with Fireworks Company Ends in Compromise
Pyro Shows of Texas takes full responsibility for outcome of July 4th Show
SEGUIN, Texas – City officials have come to an agreement with the company hired to run our 4th of July Fireworks Show after running into several issues.
It is the city’s intent to always put on the best possible show for our citizens. The feeling is the show fell short this year due to the issues with the company that provided our fireworks.  However, through negotiations with the company, officials believe they have struck a deal that makes things right for both sides.
On July 10, the city received an “apology letter” from the Vice President of Pyro Shows of Texas. The letter states that after investigating the situation, “we determined that our technician did not have a sufficient number of personnel necessary to complete the set-up in time for the scheduled… display…That caused [the show] to be started later… and for part of the shells to be left out of the display. We take full responsibility for the problem.” (Please see attached letter from Pyro Shows of Texas)
[bookmark: _GoBack]Parks and Recreation Director Jack Jones says they have agreed not to charge us the remaining balance for the show. 
“We had already paid half the cost, $8,500.00, upfront. They said they wouldn’t charge us the remaining balance due to the problems,” said Jones.
Pyro Shows of Texas has offered to make it up to us by providing the best show Seguin has ever seen.  
According to the letter, “We also hope that sometime in the future we have the opportunity to make it up to the City and the community in some way.”
“Due to the situation this year, they may be able to offer us a good deal for a bigger, better show.  Next year we want to turn a negative into a positive for the community,” said Jones.
Plans for the 2016 Fourth of July Celebration have already started.  Mayor Don Keil is considering moving the fireworks to a night other than the 4th (which will land on a Monday).
“It would give out-of-town visitors the opportunity to stay an extra day and get to the see fireworks…. By doing it not on the fourth, crews may be more readily available to put on a bigger show, and possibly help us get a better deal,” said Keil.
Overall, this was a small glitch in our otherwise successful tradition.  The city will move forward and continue to provide excellent 4th of July entertainment for years to come.
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
