
 

Changes Coming to Hotel Occupancy Tax Distribution 
Groups That Plan to Apply For Funding Must Attend April 22 Meeting 

SEGUIN, Texas – The City of Seguin wants to make sure organizations requesting hotel 

occupancy tax funding are aware of changes to the distribution process. 

 Organizations that plan to apply for funding must attend a meeting on April 22. The 

meeting will take place at 5:30pm in the City Council chamber at 210 East Gonzalez Street. An 

explanation of the distribution changes will be provided. Organizations will also need to pick up 

an information packet at the meeting. 

 “The request process will be different than previous years,” Seguin Finance Director 

Susan Caddell said. “We want to make sure the process is understood.” 

 Again, groups that plan to apply for hotel occupancy tax funding for fiscal year 2015 

must have a representative attend this meeting.
