The rodeo competition is designed to electrify the audience through dynamic events
showcasing their understanding of the task, safety protocols and situational awareness”

According to the TLRA website, the rodeo “is the only way for the line worker’s family to
witness, first-hand what the job is all about.” By definition, a lineman’s work is dangerous,
that’s why apprentices must dedicate four years of diligent training before they can be a
certified journey lineman. The rodeo allows apprentices and linemen a spotlight to

demonstrate their skills in safe environment.

Some of the rodeo events include: Journeyman Pole Transfer, Apprentice Obstacle Pole and

Hurtman Rescue where they must “save” a dummy and bring it down safely.
