City Spring Clean-Up: City residents are encouraged to bring unwanted items to Seguin Events Complex at 950 S. Austin Street on Saturday, April 30 from 8 a.m. to noon.  City Employees and IESI personnel will be on hand to assist residents unload their vehicles.  On this day, the City of Seguin will accept automobile tires for recycling.  Not allowed are tractor, mower, bicycle or ATV tires, tire rims or tires larger than 19.5 or tires from businesses.   Also, the City of Seguin and IESI will not accept brush, hazardous chemicals, construction debris or appliances with Freon.  Paper shredding will be available, too, as Marshall Shredding will be on site to shred documents safely.   This collection event is for City of Seguin residents only. E-Scrap Recycle Round-Up:  Continental Automotive Systems at 3740 N. Austin Street will accept  electronic waste such as old computers, televisions, printers, VCRs, radios, cameras, fax machines and scanners on Saturday, April 30 from 8 a.m. to noon.  This free service is a courtesy of Continental’s E-Scrap Round-up Team of employees, and the items will be collected by Round2, Inc.  Items not allowed will be any hazardous material containing oil, chemicals, batteries, or light bulbs. Also, no microwaves, stoves, refrigerators or air conditioners will be accepted. Only individuals may participate, not businesses. 
Special Recycling at Earth Day in Central Park: On Sat., April 30 from 9 a.m. to 3 p.m., bring shreddable documents with staples removed to the Mosaic Rehabilitative Services booth to dispose of papers with account numbers or other identifiers. Bring old eyeglasses to the Lions Club collection box so that others may benefit.  Bring old compact fluorescent bulbs to the GVEC booth for proper disposal.  From 10 a.m. to 1 p.m., bring outdated prescription drugs to the City of Seguin Information booth for disposal by the Seguin Police Dept.
