SEGUIN, Texas –On Monday afternoon, Mayor Don Keil signed a proclamation declaring November 2 – 6 as Municipal Court Week in the City of Seguin. This week shines a spotlight on all that municipal courts and their staff do for the citizens they serve.
“It’s important for staff to be recognized for their continued dedication and responsibility to residents and defendants,” said Landra Solansky, Court Administrator.
According to Texas Municipal Courts Education Center (TMECEC), municipal courts in Texas hear more than 14 million criminal cases each year and come into contact with more defendants than all other levels of the judiciary combined. Proportionally, Texas municipal judges receive the fewest complaints against them in the State Commission on Judicial Conduct.
“Under somewhat trying circumstances, the court staff remains courteous, professional and friendly. Oftentimes, people do not want to be here, but they find a way to make it a positive experience,” said Andy Quittner, City Attorney.
As the city proclamation states, ‘public impression of the entire Texas judicial system is largely dependent on their experience in municipal court’. City of Seguin Municipal Court staff members take their jobs seriously and work hard on behalf of everyone they serve.
“It’s always great to see city staff so dedicated to their jobs and helping citizens navigate the court system,” said Keil.
