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Water main break causes road closure
SEGUIN, Texas – Around 7 A.M. Tuesday morning, large cracks were discovered on the 700 block of Court Street.  Staff investigated the situation, and uncovered a water main break underneath the roadway.
East Court Street from Bauer to Heideke was shut down to traffic so they could begin work on repairs. A detour was set-up from King Street to Kingsbury Street to Austin Street.
After cutting down into the concrete, crews found two, separate breaks on the water main.  A break was also noticed on the sewer line located underneath.
Repairs to the water main are being tackled first.  The sewer line will be fixed next.  The Sewer will remain active with the use of the vacuum truck at the upstream manhole.

The plan to finish up, clear the road, and reopen East Court Street by 5 P.M.,” said Nate Garza, Public Works Project Manager.
