[bookmark: _GoBack]The Wave Pool will be open Tuesday through Sunday from 1 to 7 P.M.  After 4 P.M., admission is cut in half to $2 for kids and $2.50 for adults. Groups of ten or more who come in before 4 P.M. will get half off the cost of their ticket.
