Another capital project 

that will improve and enhance the 
quality of life for Seguin residents 
is well underway. In late February, 
crews started phase one of the 
River/San Marcos/Heideke Street 
(RSMH) project. 

“In big cities, the signs of 
prosperity and growth are the 
sight of construction cranes along 
the skyline,” Mayor Don Keil said. 
“In smaller towns like Seguin, 
prosperity and growth are represented by bull-
dozers, excavators and torn up streets.” 

The River/San Marcos/Heideke project 
includes storm drainage, water, electric and 
sewer upgrades. The streets will also be recon-
structed and sidewalks added. The improve-
ments will alleviate current concerns with storm 
water drainage, sewer issues and water pres-
sure. 

“The construction and road closures 
required to do the work will inconvenience 
some folks who live and work in the area, in-
cluding us at city hall,” City of Seguin Public In-
formation Officer Scott Packard said. “We ask

residents to be patient because when this is all 
said and done, it will be a tremendous im-
provement.”  

Streets included in the project include 
Milam between Mountain and Nolte, San Mar-
cos between Kingsbury and Court, River be-
tween College and Mountain, Mountain be-
tween River and Gravel, Bauer between Court 
and Mountain, four side streets between River 
and Austin, and a small portion of the Glen 
Clove Subdivision. 

Jordan Foster Construction is the con-
tractor selected for the work. Phase one of the 
project is expected to take two years to com-
plete.
